When God speaks, He means what He says, and His Word is eternal.

He commissions His own people to activate His Word, to issue…

The Decree 
DECREE: noun. 1. A formal and authoritative order or decision. 2. A foreordained and eternal purpose. 


    verb. 1.  To order, adjudge, ordain or appoint by law or edict. 2. To issue an edict or decree.

Why do Christians have authority to decree what God says?

1. Because of our position in the Kingdom of Heaven. 
See Eph. 2:6: “… and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus…” Also Rev. 1:6: “… and has made us kings and priests to His God and Father…” Also Eph. 3:12: “(Christ Jesus our Lord), in whom we have boldness and access through faith in Him.”
2. Because of our position on the earth.

See 2 Cor. 5:20: “Therefore we are ambassadors for Christ…” Also Isaiah 43:10: “You are My witnesses,” says the Lord, “And My servant whom I have chosen…” Also Acts 22:15: “For you will be His witnesses to all men…” Also Matt. 5: 13,14: “You are the salt of the earth…” and “You are the light of the world.”


In daily overcoming, we continually battle the temptation to absorb the perspectives of ungodly voices all around us. We have the mind of Christ, but sometimes we aren’t using it! Learning how to live offensively in the Spirit is of ultimate importance if we are to be participants in Kingdom advancement. Look at an acrostic of the word “DECREE” to help you remember how and why we can walk in our God-given authority and live out our foreordained and eternal purposes in Christ Jesus.

D eclare.

Open your mouth and speak out what God says to you by His Word and His Spirit. You are impacting the heavenlies when you do this, and you also are allowing the power of God’s Word to you to impact and renew your own soul. There is true prophetic power in this act. “I have put my trust in the Lord God, that I may declare all Your works.” Psalm 74:28
E nforce.

Learn how to become an enforcer of the government and will of God at every level. This is done in the Spirit and is not accomplished by the flesh. As you decree what God says in response to every situation in your life, you establish that in your heart, and you begin to see spiritual borders remain strong that were once trampled upon by the enemy. When you enforce His Word, “He makes peace in your borders...” Ps. 147:14

C all forth.

Jesus said, “Ask, and you will receive, that your joy may be full.” (John 16:24) When decreeing the will of the Lord, we need to remember that there is back-up! We can call forth help from heaven to push back the darkness and propel God’s will into place. Call forth the anointing of the Holy Spirit to breathe life on His decrees; call forth warrior angels; call forth heavenly protection. Ask of Him!

R ally.

The spirit of isolation can do funny things to Christians in wartime. It will try to convince you that there is no help or compassion for your situation, and no chance of victory. Rally together with like-minded believers who are seasoned in spiritual warfare, and you’ll find that the intensity of the battle is more bearable. Read Nehemiah Ch. 4, and especially look at vs. 20.
E xecute.

Execute means: 1. To follow or carry out fully; 2. To put into force, as a law; 3. To put to death legally; and 4. To make (a will, deed, etc.) legal or valid. The first step is to proclaim and declare God’s decrees, and the second step is to execute, or carry them out. This may involve putting some things to death! Paul spoke of carrying out fully the purposes of Christ in his life and ministry when he wrote 2 Timothy 4:7,8.

E nter in.

Those who are speak and activate the decrees of God have a holy place! “Open to me the gates of righteous-ness; I will go through them, and I will praise the Lord. This is the gate of the Lord, through which the righteous shall enter.” (Ps. 118:19,20) When we prophesy the decrees of the Lord, we have aligned ourselves with Him, and He provides us a place of rest, safety and joy. “For Your law is my delight.” Ps. 119:77
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
